DUAL APRICOT Two varieties grafted onto one tree they will pollinate each other.
SUNDROP  Apricot with attractive yellow skin, ripening just before Christmas.
TREVATT A late golden yellow flesh and skin colour.

BLACKBERRY THORNLESS
A thorn-less variety of blackberry not inclined to take over the garden. Long fruiting laterals
Produce good crops of luscious blackberries, medium in size and jet black when fully ripe.
Harvest is from early February until late March. Available in spring.

BLACK WALNUT (Juglans nigra)
This variety is famous for its walnut veneer and logs. The trees are preferably planted in a plantation
and under ideal conditions make rapid growth. Grown for its timber qualities not the nuts.

BLUEBERRY Blueberries are easily grown by the home gardener but do need an acidic soil pH of about
4.5 and no higher than 5.2, Use flowers of sulphur to lower the pH, adding acid peat will also lower the pH.

BLUECROP One of the most widely grown blu eberry varieties grown in the world. It produces
medium sized firm berries which have a good flavour. A good variety for the South Island
and it is self fertile. Shows resistance to Powdery Mildew.

CENTURION A rabbit eye type. Ripens mid Feb to early April so considered a late season variety.
An excellent cropper, producing large clusters of med sized fruit (12L4mm). Firm very fruit
with a crisp aromatic and spicy flavour. Recommended for districts Waikato to Northland

O 8 N E AALSouthern high bush type. An early season variety ripening over 4 weeks. A low chill
variety and suitable also for Northern Districts Waikato, North. Berries are medium blue,
large sweet and relatively firm. Great tasting variety.

PETITE BLUE A high bush variety, high yielding, and smaller tasty berries. Summer ripeningfruit,
l ow chill wvariety.. Pollinate with OO8Neal

TIFBLUE A Rabbiteye variety 8 and one of the most outstanding b | u e b ewverrgypwins The fruit
are large, light blue and ripen late in the season. It is wgorous and very productive and
hardier than many Rabbiteye types. Pollinates with other Rabbiteye types.



BOYSENBERRY A vigorous, prolific cropping plant, which produces dull purplish black berries.
These are excellent to freeze, bottle or jam. Harvestfrom early/ mid Dec for about 6 weeks.

CHERRY- SWEET Grown on Colt rootstock. Mature height 4 -5m. Cherries prefer a loamy soil
and good drainage is necessary, as is a sheltered site in full sun.
COMPACT STELLA  Maturing late, around Christmas time. Large dark red fruit. Flesh is firm,
flavour mildly sub-acid. Very practical to grow as self fertileand its small compact sie.

RAINER A large white fleshed mid season cherry, excelleneating Pollinate with Bing/Dawson.

CHERRY® SOUR  sour cherries, unlike their sweet counterpart, are most to sour to be eaten fresh use in cooking,
especially in soups and pork dishes. Thus a variety of liqueurs, desserts, preserves and drinks are made with sour cherdes
sour cherry syrup. Will grow i n conditions similar to pear, deep loamy and can cope with slightly heavy soils.

MONTMORENCY Reputed to be the best sour cherry for eating fresh, canning, bakingnd
preserving. Bears large fruit very young of a deep red colour. Self pollinating.

CHESNUT Budded or grafted trees will bear quite young (3-4 years). Height 4-5m.

KRIPPNERS (formerly known as No 1005)Variety most sought after for commercial plantings. Slower
maturing than No. 1002 or No. 1015, but the first to drop its crop each season. Nuts fall
free of the burr and are medium to large in size. A more selffertile variety. For best results
plant with another variety.

CITRUS

GRAPEFRUITOCitrus paradisi

GRAPEFRUITO GOLDEN SPECIAL Produces large, juicy, deliciously flavoured fruitwith few seeds.
The tree is reasonably frost tolerant and fruit are produced in November. They require a
warm sheltered site away from wind. Grows to about 3 metres

GRAPEFRUIT STAR RUBY Fruit are large, juicy yellow skinned, with red flesh. They have astrong
pleasant flavour. The tree is moderately frost tender with large crops of fruit produced in
August. Grows to 3.5 metres. Warm aunny site sheltered from wind.

LEMON - Citrus limon

LEMON - MEYER A very popular lemon for the home garden. More cold tolerant than other
varieties. The lemons are medium in size, thin skinned, frost tolerant and have sweetly
fragrant flowers. Height 2m x 1.5m

LEMON - YEN BEN A prolific bearer of thin skinned juicy fruit. The Main crop is in July and they
are highly ornamental. Slightly frost tender.



LIME - citrus aurantifolia Limes require more heat than most citrus and due to small size are ideal to grow in pots as
long as they are well watered. Ripen fruit on the tree as they do not keep well.
LIME - KARFIR A low growing evergreen shrub mainly used for its highly flavoured leaves particularly
in Asian dishes. Ideal in containers but does require deep regular watering. It has
unusual 2 lobed leaves.

LIME - TAHITIAN Tolerates a wide range of soils. Fruit resemble a smoothskinned lemon, seedless
and very acid and ripen mainly in spring.

MANDARIN - Citrus reticulatagrows well in most parts of the North Island and warmer parts of the South Island

MANDARIN - SATSUMAA very popular, sweet seedless easy to grow and peel variety. The fruit
ripens in winter on a highly ornamental tree. Ideal for containers and in ground
in a warm sheltered site. fruit may become dry if left too long on the tree after
maturation.

ORANGE - Citrus sinensis

ORANGE 6 NAVELINA Large ovalshaped fruit are produced in July-August. The fruit are very
juicy with excellent flavour. One of the earliest fruiting oranges. Grows to about 3
metres and is frost tender so needs a warm sunny sitered site.

ORANGE - VALENCIA Averaged sized fruit with a rich flavour. fruit ripening in November and
carry through until March. Frost tender so good for posts and sunny, sheltered
areas. moderate water needs.

TANGELO- Citrus reticulata x C. paradisi

TANGELO - SEMINOLEA vigorous and high yeilding fruit tree with lush green foliage. Extremely
fragrant white flowers. Fruit are large, smooth and glossy with deep red coloured
fruit. High juice and a rich sweet flavoured flesh. Height 4 x 3 metres.

CURRANTS Hardiness of currants make then ideal to plant in cooler South
Island situations and areas in the North Island that have adequate winter chilling.

GLORIA de VERSAILLESBRED This variety has an excellent crop of red berries, which aregreat for
small gardens providing fruit for jams, jellies, pies and tarts. Fruit ripen Dec to early Jan. Harvest, by
cutting whole clusters to avoid damage.

MAGNUS 6 BLACK  Moderately, vigorous, hardy upright bush, large even sized berries ripening
mid Dec/Jan. Yields up to 4kg per season. Black currants are notably high in Vitamin C, and can be
selectively harvested taking the first ripe fruit and then allowing the whole truss to mature, picking the
fruit over a period of time.

FEIJOAS Feijoaswill be available in late spring.

APOLLO Large, long sweet tasting fruit with excellent flavour. Skin is light green in colour.
Moderately upright growing habit, vigorous, forms a good branching framework. A Self -
fertile variety with fruit ripening in A pril, but does best with crosspollination.

UNIQUE Large sweet, juicy fruit produced on small tree, which bears prolifically. An excellent home
garden choice as smaller and sefertile. Fruit matures in April/May.

WIKU TU (Royalty) A variety bred in Levin, it has large fruit with firm texture. Excellent flavour, mid
season variety. Needs crospollination. Compact grower.



FIGS prefera sunny, sheltered position, and thrive on abundant moisture, bearing heaviest
crops when the roots are restricted. Fruit forms on the tips of the previous seasons growth,
remove 1 or 2 of the older branches completely each year, to encourage new growth.

BROWN TURKEY A heavy producer of large conical shaped fruit that are lightamber/pink in
colour. The fruit ripens in March-April and has a full rich flavour, which can be enjoyed fresh

or is great for cooking and also for jam making.

BRUNSWICK Long brown figs of good flavour, with amber flesh. A light 1st crop in early January
and a 2nd crop in March.

FRENCH SUGAR A red fleshed fig of medium size, greenred flesh and a sweet flavour. It has a
long fruiting season and is a phenomenal cropper in warm districts.

MISA A large late season fig with a short neck, slightly bell shapd with green skin & deep red
flesh. It does not appear to carry a breba (early crop) to maturity.

MRS WILLIAMS A sweet fig with dark amber skin and amber to red flesh. Breba crop is in December
and the second crop in late February to March.

ROBYN Medium to large sized fruit with pale green to yellow skin. Pulp is pink to cream with a
mild flavour. Prolific bearer fruit ripening Feb to March.

SAN PEDRO  Large round fruit with a sweet pink flesh and with moderate to heavy crops.
Fruit ripens in mid February.

GOOSEBERRY prefer a cool climate, well-drained soil. The first pruning will occur in midsummer when all
side shoots appearing off the main stem should be shortened back to about 5 leaves. This encourages fruit buds to form

and should occur every summer after harvest.

INVICTA Resistant to powdery mildew. Berries are veined, semtransparent green tending to
yellow when ripe. Upright variety makes for easier picking. December ripening of fruit,
expected yields at maturity 4kg per seaon.

PAX A more upright variety than invicta and almost thorn less, heavy cropping and red berries,
showing good disease resistance. Ripe fruit have an excellent flavour when eaten fresh.

GRAPES TABLE Plant grapes in a sunny, sheltered site free ém late spring frosts.
ALBANY SURPRISE Good crops of large mild Lubrusca flavoured juicy black Berries. A hardy
variety that ripens mid to late season.

CANADICE Moderate to heavy crops of medium red fleshy thin-skinned berriesin medium
shouldered bunches. A mid season variety, disease resistant.

E.A. ROBINSONA black outdoor table grape raised in Palmerston North presumably of a
Hamburg type. Fruits very successfully and ripens well, fruiting twice.

MOORES DIAMOND A hardy variety resistant to fungal attacks, ripening in mid March. A table
grape with good flavour, white flesh and skin. Makes a dry white wine and also champagne.

SCHUYLER A regular cropping outdoor, table grape, bears from first season. Med/largeberries,
jet-black with heavy bloom. Flavour neutral pleasant. Early ripening.

URBANA Good crops of large cherry red berries. Fruit is thick skinned with a Jelly texture and an
exquisite sweet Lubrusca flavour. vigorous and disease resistant late seasaariety.



GRAPES WINE Have a go at making your own wine.........

MERLOT A versatile wine grape popular among wine drinkers for its smoothness and flavour. Itis a
fine dry wine that is rich in soft, fruity flavours such as ripe berry, and also aplum-like
flavour. Other flavours also found in are include black cherry, coconut, currant and vanilla.

PINOT MENUIER A very early hardy red wine grape, which may be relied upon in all seasons.
Attractive woolly white fur on the leaf, which makes it more frost hardy.

GUAVA - psidium var. Lucidum Prefers a warm situation where it will form a tree like
shrub which will grow to 3 -5 metres. Shelter from frosts if possibled especially early
autumn frosts. They come into bearing very early (many the yea after planting)

YELLOW Aromatic, sub-acid berries of the guava contain numerous, small hard, edible seeds. The
fruit are 2-3 cm in diameter with a mild flavour. The can be eaten fresh but also make
excellent jams,jellies, pies and drinks.

HAZELNUTS Pollinators are required on a ratio of 1-10 to 1-20.
BARCELONA A selection from Oregon of a popular variety. A high quality nut, large and very
presentable. Excellent table nut requiring pollination.

MERV DE BOLWILLIER An old German variety whi ch has a large nut. A vigorous bush and
recommended as an additional pollinator with Alexandra sheds pollen late.

WHITEHEART One of New Zeal andds most pr omi sfiledgut sel
with high crack out and nuts maturing in M arch.

MALUS Crab Apple - 3 x 2.5 metres, on MM106. Magnificent for Jelly making

GOLDEN HORNET An upright crab apple with a pyramidal habit. White spring blossoms and
clusters of small, shiny, golden ornamental fruit borne in great profusion. Fruitretained well
into winter months.

GORGEOUS A very popular crab apple with small deep crimson fruits which weigh down the
branches in autumn and winter. One of the best crab apples.

JACK HUMM A brilliant red crab apple flushed with yellow and orange to g ive a magnificent
display into the winter.

JELLY KING The fruit are large 3cm round yellow orange overlaid with red. Flower buds are pink
opening to white. The fruit is left untouched by birds until late autumn. A tall upright
tree with the frui t being fantastic for jelly.

WRI GHT 06 S S QArgelclisters of 50mm flattish deep crimson fruits, highly ornamental
and excellent for jelly. A very spectacular sight in winter.

MYRTUS ugnid Chilean Guava (N.Z. Cranberry)
A neat evergreen shrub with small leathery leaveshat often turns red. The fruit are scarlet red,
round in shape and similar to Cranberries. Fruit taste is sharp but pleasant and they contain a
significant proportion of Vitamin C. They are a very versatile fruit being used in pies, jelly, eaten raw
and even made into wine. But do not overcook as they can become bitter. They can tolerate frosts
and prefer to be grown in a moist soil. Easy to prune, as the natural compact growth requires little
more than a light trim to maintain shape. Fruit ready from February onwa rds.

HOSUI An excellent eating variety which is sweet, crisp, juicy with good acid balance and fine
texture.

KOSUI An early season nashi it is golderyellow, partially russet-coloured and has a very sweet,
crisp, juicy tender flesh.

NIJISEIKI/HOSUI

NIJISEIKI A good eating quality nashi, it has fruit that are yellow -green and a clear skin. The fruit are
tender, and have a crisp flesh. Benefits from fruit being thinned.

HOSUI An excellent eating variety which is sweet, crispjuicy with good acid balance and fine
texture. Medium to large russetgolden brown fruit, Fruit ripens mid season.

NECTARINESPeach rootstock grows to 4 metres
FANTASIA A good cropping variety which ripens in February. A large nectarine with bright red
over yellow skin and yellow fleshed freestone.

REDGOLD A large mid to late season ripening nectarine. Dark red over golden yellow skin, firm
yellow flesh and freestone variety. Ideal for eating fresh (dessert) and bottling.

SNOW QUEEN The fruit ripens in late Dec. and is of a medium size. The skin is red and the
flesh is white and has an aromatic smell. A dessert quality fruit with a sweet flavor.

SUNGLO  Large sized fruit with bright red over gold skin. Firm yellow fleshed fruit with an
excellent flavor, ideal for bottling and to eat fresh. A mid season variety.

PASSIONFRUIT Passion fruit will be dispatched in late Spring October/November.
BLACK- Passiflora edulisA large black eating passion fruit, which contains a sweet fragrant pulp
that surrounds numerous black seeds. The vines bear fruit after about 15 months and ripen
between Feb/march. Passion fruit grow best in a sunny frosfree site protected from cold
wind. They need a support such as a trellis. Good drainage is required to avoid root diseases
and do best in a loamy soil that has organic matter added.

PEACH Peach Rootstock is better adapted to lighter soils and is more vigorous tharPlum rootstock.
Grows to 4 metres.

APRIL WHITE ™ A succulent white fleshed peach, skin has a pink blush. Hang on the tree until
late March to April. Shows resistance to leaf curl.

CATHREN The large fruit has golden skin with a red blush. The golden-apricot flesh is very
sweet with a firm texture, ripening mid to late Feb. The tree shows resistance to leaf curl.
A compact growing tree.

GORDON GLORY A clingstone peach with similar flesh and flavour to Golden Queen ripens end

PARAGON A medium sized peach with deep yellow skin mottled with red when ripe.
A clingstone variety, ripening in February. Sweet and extremely juicy.

REDHAVEN An early peach ready in the New Year. A large peach, attractive yellow skin over a
crimson red blush, firm yellow fleshed freestone. Good for dessert and bottling.

URENUI GOLD A medium sized peach with golden skin and red blush, flesh is golden, ready mid
season. A healthy variety showing resistance to leaf curl.



PEACHO DWARFING VARITIES These varieties are ideal for tubs, patio specimens or gardens with
limited space. Stunning blossom followed by copious amounts of fruit.

BONANZA A dwarf peach growing to 1.5 metres it is a freestone variety with medium
sized fruit which are white fleshed with a red blush. It has a delicious sweet
flavour and bears fruit in early summer.

ROSE CHIFFON Grown on a 50 cm standard, these little trees form a round mop top shaped
head. A tasty and juicy white fleshed peach follows showy attractive spring
blossom. Fruit crops are medium to heavy and fruit ripens in late January.

PEACH DUAL- BLACKBOY/GOLDEN QUEEN

BLACKBOY Small/medium sized, with dark red grey skin, bright port red and white streaky flesh.
A freestone variety, which ripens in late Feb. The fruit is juicy with a strong flavour.

GOLDEN QUEEN A good quality and flavoured peach which has golden skin and flesh which are
ideal for bottling. It is a regular bearer and the fruit ripen in March.

LEAF CURL
Leaf curl is a common fungal disease of peaches and nectarines. The disease over winters in the buds of
infected trees and infects in cool wet spring/summer weather. These infected leaves are puckeredyded and
much thicker than usual. Control is an application of a copper-based fungicide soon after pruning and just
before bud burst in spring followed again 10-14 days later. Once you notice the symptoms it is too late to
control the disease in thoseleaves but you can apply a light dressing of quick acting fertiliser such as sulphate of
ammonia to encourage new leaf growth. *** All our trees are sprayed with a copper -based fungicide before
being dispatched***

PEACHCOT A cross between a peach and a apricot, which is very sweet and tasty with a firm
texture and a golden skin colour. A regular cropping tree which is selffertile and matures in
March. Produced on Peachand Plum Myrobalan

PACKHAMS TRIUMPH A large irregular shaped pear with greenishyellow skin. It has white flesh and
i's an excellent dessert or bottling pear.

SANTA ROSA A medium sized plum produced on a tree with upright growth habit. It
has yellow flesh and pinkishred skin with an aromatic flavour. A self-fertile
variety, but pollination may be assisted by using Omega and Duffs Early Jewel.

STANLEY A sweet mid season prune, plum that is a heavy prolific cropper and bears at a young
age and is seHfertile. Dark blue skinned fruit with sweet and juicy golden flesh.

POMEGRANATE AVON D E R F U3x®metres

A multi-stemmed smallshrub, double red flowers throughout spring & summer. Medium sized fruit,
round with a red leathery appearance. The flesh is red with a jelly-like coating that covers many seeds
and has a rich flavour that is used for fresh fruit or juice. The fruit is produced on branch terminals and
as the fruit matures the increasing size weighs the branch down in a pendulous fashion. Hot dry
summers are required for good fruiting, although it sets most fruit after a cold winter.

QUINCE Quince, have a delightful fragrance and a rich full flavour, which will not be enjoyed
raw but is wonderful cooked in fruit dishes and conserves, where it takes on a wonderful dark red
colour. Quince thrives in a sunny sheltered site protected from wind and frost, preferring heavy moist
soils. Train to an open-centred vase shape with lateral branches prune back to maintain a good shape

SMYRNA An excellent variety for all purposes, the tree produces very large fruit, at a young
age. lItis a strong grower and extremely productive. The fruit is a pale lemon-yellow colour
with smooth skin and a distinctive aroma. The flesh is tender and sweet when cooked.
Matures approx late February/March. A selffertile variety.

TAIHAPE Again an excellent variety of Quincethatcan be seen at the O0Br
Taihape in all its glory. The fruit is a lemon colour and the tree is a spectacular sight when in
full fruit. This variety has the distinction of seemingly being unaffected by fungal diseases
such as pear scab andédck. This indicates it is a good variety to grow in organic conditions.
Matures in February to March and is a self fertile variety.

RASPBERRY

BLACK The fruit can be made into raspberry vinegar and wine as well as can the juice and make
jelliesand syrup with them. They like semi- shade to produce best though will bear too in
full sun . They need water when they are fruiting and like a good mulch . Dark fruit.

CLUTHA Summer fruiting, medium sized red shiny fruit easily removed. Good yields. Suitable
for Central and Southern districts.

HERITAGE A lovely variety for the home gardener to grow as it is an autumn cropping variety.
It fruits in Feb/March onwards. Lovely dark red fruit. Easy care as when it as finished fruiting
just cut those cares that have fruited back down to ground level. Generally leave only 4-5
canes to produce fruit per plant.

REX One of the main cultivars for commercial planting as it is very high yielding and also
is a smaller more compact tree ideal for high density planting? The nuts are slightly
smaller than other varieties but have a good seal, taste and colour. A late flowering variety.
A N.Z. selection, formerly WC 152.

SHANNON A very promising selection from the Manawatu with all the desirable features of a top
guality nut as well as appearing to be resstant to Walnut Blight. Clean well filled nut with a
crack out of over 50%. A New Zealand selection, formerly AH/1335.

WILSONS WONDER
The very large nuts make this a very popular home variety. A vigorous tree, yet
bearing very young in life. Also available on Nigra rootstock.

NO. 1340 A walnut selected for its desirable attributes that are similar to the very reliable
and productive walnut Shannon.

WORCESTORBERRYRIbes divaricatum)
A deciduous spny shrub that grows to about 2 metres high. The dark purplish fruit which
appear around Christmas time can be eaten raw or cooked. It has the flavour between that
of a gooseberry and a blackcurrant. The immature fruit taste more like a gooseberry and
those that are riper are more like a blackcurrant. Immune to mildew.
